TITLE: INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY IN SUPPORT TO STUDENT- CENTED CLASSROOM


The idea of student-centered learning is not a recent idea. In fact educational educators John Dewey argued for a highly active and individualized pedagogical methods which place the student at the center of the teaching-learning process.

THE TRADITIONAL CLASSROOM


The traditional classroom is also called “teacher- centered classroom” or “ conventional classroom”. It maybe observed that classrooms are usually arranged with neat columns and rows of student chairs, whil the teacher stands in front of the classroom or sits behind his desk. This situation is necessitated to maintain classroom discipline, also allows the teacher to control the classroom ativities through lecture presentation and teacher-led discussions.

John Dewey described traditional classroom as a process in which the teacher pours information to student learners. This learning approach is generally known as direct  instruction, and it has worked well for obtaining many kinds of learning outcomes.


The problem in this kind o0f instruction approach to learning, however is the fact that the world’s societies have began to change. The traditional classroom and direct instruction approach to learning conform to this kind of economies.

In industrialized societies we find knowledge- based economies in which workers depend on information that can be accessed through information and communication technologies. Desiring to gain effectiveness, efficiency and economy in administration and instruction, schools in these developed economies have also adopted the support of ICT’s. their students have now become active not passive learners, who can interact with other learners, demonstrating imdependence and self- awareness in the learning process.


Generally the new school classroom environment is characterized by student individually or in groups.
